“Character Counts on the Bus” Program

Goal:  To improve student behavior on the bus through positive reinforcement.
· Each bus driver receives a packet of tickets with their bus number on them.

· Tickets are given to students who show good behavior on the bus, such as:

· Sitting in seat with seatbelts fastened, morning and afternoon.

· Keeping feet and bookbags/backpacks out of the walkway

· Using a quiet voice 

· Keeping hands to yourself

· Showing kindness to someone else

· Opening windows only half-way

· Tickets are given randomly to reward students for being good role models and following the rules. 

· BUS RECOGNITION:  Each month we recognize one -two buses for earning the most golden tickets. The award winners will be announced on the morning news. We will also highlight the bus numbers and bus drivers on our outside sign. Students on the winning busses will be provided with a free ice cream treat at lunch provided by the principal.
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
