FIRST DAYS OF SCHOOL…
· Be prompt.  Bus passes are available for each student by the end of August.  You child should be ready for pick up 10-15 minutes prior to the scheduled pick up time.  Please allow these extra minutes for those important first day photos and last minute hugs before the bus arrives.  Once the school bus is moving it is not permitted to stop for boarding of any child in between stops or after departing from school.
· Be patient.  Please allow for some fluctuation in pick up and drop off times, particularly during the first two weeks of school.  A number of factors are involved, such as:  Our bus drivers wait a little longer at each stop to accommodate students who are unfamiliar with the location, or some parents may have questions and speak individually with the drivers.  Remember also, that throughout the year, bus schedules may be affected by inclement weather, road construction or use of substitute drivers.
· Be present.  Kindergarten students must have a parent, older sibling or authorized adult present to receive the child off the bus.  Drivers are not permitted to blow their horns at any pick up or drop off location.  
· Be prepared for changes.   Following the initial adjustment period, notification about any changes in bus routes or pick up times will be provided in phone call or memo distributed by the bus driver.  Changes are possible anytime throughout the year as a result of student additions, withdrawals, overflow students, or address changes.
The safety of your children is our top priority and we continue to make every effort to keep them safe and secure while transporting them efficiently.  Your cooperation and patience are very much appreciated.
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
