

The typical household AAA, AA, C, D and 9-volt batteries NOW fall below federal and state hazardous waste standards and should be thrown out in the ordinary trash.  Energizer, Duracell and other manufacturers have eliminated mercury content to the point that the typical household battery is no longer considered hazardous.  
· Before throwing out AAA, AA, C, D and 9-volt batteries read the label on the battery to determine if it is rechargeable.  If the battery is rechargeable, IT MUST be recycled.  
· Look for used rechargeable batteries and old cell phones in your home that are dead or not being used any longer.  Rechargeable batteries can be found in cordless electronic products that you plug in to get recharged.
· Button cell batteries can contain up to 25 milligrams of mercury per battery.  Therefore, the button cell batteries are considered a hazardous waste, and THEY MUST be recycled.
· You can drop RECHARGEABLE and BUTTON CELL BATTERIES off at VMES in the Green can labeled, “Recycle Batteries Here!” (Located in the main lobby)
